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Minnie Bhatt began her eponymous
firm eight years ago, after over a
decade of working with renowned
names in the interior design fraternity.
Having grown up in south Mumbai,
the exposure to heritage structures,
the charm of vintage building and
the old-world neighbourhoods left
a deep impression on her design
sensibilities. Minnie’s style of design
is predominantly eclectic and
contemporary, and her firm not only
designs spaces that are timeless
and authentic, but also unique. One
such unique project that makes a
special mention in Minnies profile
of work is a 400-year-old temple in
Vrindavan, Mathura. This particular
project involved Minnie to recondition
the temple whilst retaining the old
Heritage interior.
